Lunchtime Baseball 


General Population/Area:

· All Students

· Must be in an open area: outdoor, gym, etc.

Outcomes:

· Students will participate in a cooperative game, and will demonstrate positive feedback to the participants.

· Students will be able to carry on the game (correctly!) without any adult supervision, and be self-sufficient.

· Students will be able to understand and explain the rules given for this specific game.

Materials:

· 1 Baseball Bat

· 1 Tee-stand (Optional)

· 1 Softball or a ball of that size

· 1 Slightly larger ball

· 4 Cones

· 5 Polyspots

· 1 Rule Sheet

· 1 Ruler/Decorated Stick/Crown/etc. (OPTIONAL)

Hook (Intro):

· Have the entire baseball game set up

· Explain that this is a special game of Baseball

Procedure (Through):

· Go over rule sheet and demonstrate what each student will be doing (Can use student volunteers to help)

· There are 5 positions: catcher, batter, pitcher, 2nd baseman, and cheerers!

· There will be one student that will be able to be the rule master!!!

· Encourage students to cheer on the person who is at bat!

· The first couple of games will be with the teacher being the rule master to make sure everyone has got it.  Also, that way the teacher can demonstrate how to change rule people and pick out who will be the next rule master.

Extension (Beyond):

· Ask students if they liked the game- what they liked and didn’t like.

· How to change the game (if needed) so all students can play.

Plan Differentiation:

· Should a student be unable to hit a pitched ball- have a tee-stand ready or a larger ball for the student to hit.

· After awhile if the student barely knocks the ball, count that as a hit.

· THERE IS NO SCORE!/EVERYONE GETS A TURN AT ALL POSITIONS!

ELL Adaptations:

· If you can, say key words in the students’ native language or have other students go ahead to show what everyone will be doing.

· Be there to help point out what to do (though other students tend to help out)

Assessment:

· Students repeat back the rules

· Students understanding the next step after each turn
